Incident Summary: An individual was operating a back-hoe in Baytown (outside, but near the

ExxonMobil Baytown Refinery South gate) when the backhoe tipped over. The
operator was not wearing a seat belt. The operator attempted to jump from the
cab, but was unable to do so and was pinned under the equipment cab. The
individual was life-flighted to a medical facility. His condition is unknown.

One of the tires on the backhoe appeared to be flat and may have contributed to
the roll-over incident.
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Reminders:
